4.   A sketch or diagram of the layout for the checkpoint, including, but not limited to, the location of the site, designated standardized field sobriety testing areas, the location of any breath alcohol testing van(s), and the placement of signage advising the public of a checkpoint ahead.

5.   All documentation, including, but not limited to, the results of any statistical analysis, which supports the selection of the checkpoint location in this case.  Please include information which relates to the checkpoint's anticipated and actual impact (if available) on traffic flow rates at this location, the number of drinking-related accidents at this location, the number of DWI arrests previously made at this location, and any officer's input relating to probable contact with DWI violators at this site.  

6.   Any general orders, special orders, regulations or other rules or procedures of the law enforcement agency related to the conduct of checkpoints.

7.    Any general orders, special orders, regulations or other rules or procedures of the law enforcement agency related to the manner in which DWI investigations are to be conducted, including, but not limited to, initial contact with the driver, the administration of field sobriety tests, the reading of implied consent and miranda warnings, requests for an attorney, refusals, and the administration of breath tests for alcohol.

8.  Newspaper clippings related to the public notice of the checkpoint in this case.

9.  A copy of any pamphlets, flyers and other promotional materials distributed to passing vehicles.
